STEM News

Lighting Up Learning — Electrical Circuits in Senior School Science

Our Senior School students embarked on an exciting and hands-on Physical Science investigation into the
world of electrical circuits. Working collaboratively in teams, students were challenged to apply their
understanding of electricity in a real-world context by designing and constructing a model house powered by

a functioning electrical circuit.
Using batteries, wires, and switches, each team successfully engineered their model to power both a light

bulb and a fan, mirroring how electricity operates in a real home. The activity not only deepened students'
understanding of how electrical energy is harnessed and controlled but also encouraged creative problem-
solving, perseverance, and meaningful teamwork.

Forces, Flippers and Living Things — STEM in Middle School

This term, our Middle School students have begun exploring Biological Sciences by investigating the
differences between living things, once-living things, and products made from living things. Through hands-
on activities, discussions, and classification tasks, students are developing their scientific observation skills

and learning how materials and objects connect to the natural world.
Students have also been proudly working on their cardboard pinball machines, culminating their learning

from last term’s Physical Sciences unit on forces. Throughout the design and construction process, students
applied their understanding of pushes, pulls, gravity, friction, and contact forces, combined with their
engineering skills, to create interactive games with moving components. It has been wonderful to see
students demonstrate creativity, problem-solving, perseverance, and collaboration as they refined and tested

their designs.
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Growing Curious Minds — Plant Investigations in Junior School

This term, our Junior School scientists explored the wonderful world of plants, discovering how external
features such as roots, stems, leaves, flowers, fruit, and bulbs each play a vital role in a plant's survival.
Students observed a variety of plants and seeds, using microscopes to identify leaf veins and examine
flowering plants up close. They explored and described each plant's texture, shape, colour, and size,
developing their observational skills and growing curiosity for the natural world.
